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On February 23, 2024, Cecelia Espenoza, Democratic candidate for Colorado State House of
Representatives, District 4, submitted 1,347 petition signatures to the Elections Division of the
Secretary of State’s office. The candidate seeks nomination by petition to the June 25, 2024
primary election ballot. Under Colorado law, Ms. Espenoza’s petition must contain at least 1,000
valid signatures.t
