Be it Enacted by the People of Colorado:

SECTION 1. Legislative Declaration. THE PEOPLE OF COLORADO FIND AND

DECLARE THAT EMPLOYEES OF PUBLIC SCHOOLS IN THE STATE OF COLoRADO SHOULD

HAVE A GREATER ABILITY TO ENSURE THAT THE COLLECTIVE BARGAINING AGREEMENT

ENTERED INTO BY ANY ORGANIZATION THAT REPRESENTS THEM IS TRANSPARENT AND

RESPONSIVE TO THEIR INTERESTS.

SECTION 2. In Colorado Revised Statutes, 22-32-109, add (3) as follows:

22-32-109. Board of education — specific duties. (3) ON OR AFIER THE EFFEC FIVE DM F
