c. Trial Efficiencies. Each party must include an estimate of time needed for 
direct examination of each witness in each parties’ case in chief, as well as 
an estimate of the amount of time required to try the whole case. 

4. No later than Monday, December 16, 2024 at 5:00 PM, the Division shall file a 

single exhibit list, noting stipulations as to admissibility and objections by the parties, 

using the template that will be provided by the Case Manager on request. 

5. As stated in the November 15, 2024 Notice of Hearing, the hearing in this 

matter, pursuant to §1-45-111.7(6)(a) and §24-4-105, C.R.S. will occur Tuesday, December 

17, 2024 at 10:00 AM in the hearing room of the Secretary of State at 1700 Broadway, Suite 

550, Denver, CO 80290.

1454, counsel are requested to use simplified captions in future pleadings in the case, like 

the caption at the top of this Order.
