Alternative Dispute resolution issues:
1) Optional for applicant.  
a) Available when custodian declines to release a record.
b)  No attorney required.
c) Timing (2 weeks?)
d)  If applicant proceeds directly to court w/o mediation, regular attorney fee law (arbitrary, capricious) applies, rather than current CORA fee shifting provision.
2)  If applicant goes to mediation and prevails and custodian promptly turns over records at issue, then no attorney’s fees awarded.
3) If custodian continues to not release, following mediator’s finding that they should do so, CORA fee shifting provision applies in litigation.
4)  If mediator rules against the applicant, and the applicant continues to court, regular attorney’s fees law applies, rather than CORA fee shifting provisions.
